Hundreds and Thousands. 
It is easy to make a batch of one colour of hundreds and thousands, but if you want to create the entire range of 
colours then you will need to either build up your own collection over time or pair up with a friend and swap a jar 
to increase your colours.   

This recipe is based on Royal Icing which stays hard, whereas water based icing will crumble.  The balls have a 
‘matt’ finish rather than the ‘glossy’ finish of commercial ones – but think of all the nasties that you are avoiding!!  

If you are concerned about salmonella there are lots of recipes for Royal Icing using a variety of powdered egg 
whites or commercial meringue mixes. 

 

1. Place one fresh egg white in a bowl and 
slowly mix in about 1½ cup of pure icing 
sugar.   

2. When you have a soft smooth paste, add 6-
10 drops of natural food colouring.  

3. Then slowly add 1 – 1½ cups more icing 
sugar until the paste makes a firm ball but not dry and crumbly. (It is better to be slightly too wet than too 
dry) 

4. Tip into your food processor and whiz into little balls.  You may need add a touch more icing sugar. 

5. Pour the little balls onto a large tray and leave to dry for 6-12 hours.  You can speed this up by using the 
defrost temperature on your oven. 

6. As long as your balls are really dry they should keep in an airtight jar forever. [After all they keep 
wedding cakes with this icing for years].
